Interracial Panel 
To Be Heard March 11 

Following National Interracial 
Justice Week, the Interracial Com­
mittee will present a lecture panel 
on Monday, March 11. Participat­
ing in the panel will be the Rev. 
Robert F . McGinn, C.S.Sp., of 
Sacred Heart Church, Mr. Charles 
R. Smith, Negro attorney, and Mr. 
Arthur J . Droste, chairman of the 
speakers' bureau of the Catholic In­
terracial Council. Their subject will 
be "The Race Question and the 
Negro." 

Individual members of the Coun­
cil lectured in thirty-eight paro­
chial high schools to a total of 
12,948 students in 1945. They sup­
plied supplementary material of 
literature on the question. Based on 
the findings of authorities in the 
fields of Sociology, Anthropology, 
and Theology, the lectures present 
a factual approach rather than an 
emotional one. 

Mr. Droste appeared before the 
assembly d!lring Interracial Week 
last year, giving an illustrated lec­
ture on the biological phase of the 
problem. To a second group, he 
commented on the acute housing : 
shortage of the Negro in Detroit. 

The Interracial Committee's plans 
for the observance of the National 
Interracial Justice Week include a 
display of literature and bulletins, 
a special feature of which is the 
Committee's scrapbook on various 
phases of the question. 

I nsirucior Makes Film 
As Teaching Aid 

Sister Mary Ellen, R.S.M. of Mercy 
College faculty is receiving congra­
tulations for her recent contribu­
tion to the field of . nursing educa­
tion. Sister planned and directed 
the making of a film strip entitled 
"The Administration of Drugs by 
Injection." Thirty films portray 
vividly the preparation of the drug, 
its administration , and recording. 
Some of the films are drawings, but 
most are photographs of actual 
demonstrations. 

The film strip is published and 
distributed by the SOCiety for Visual 
Education, Chicago. The company 
issues a Teacher's Manual, prepared 
by Sister Mary Ellen, to accompany 
the film.

His Eminence Edward Cardinal 
Mooney will arrive today at 
the Wayne County airport. Fit­
tingly, a solemn Te Deum will 
be sung at the Cat4edral of the 
Blessed Sacrament, to which the 
Cardinal and his party will be es­
corted in cavalcade directly from 
the airport. 

Cardinal Mooney, who left De­
troit on Sunday, February 10, was 
raised to the Cardinalate by Pius 
XII together with three other Amer­
icans. These are Cardinal Glennon 
of st. Louis; Cardinal Spellman 
of New York; Cardinal Stritch of 
Chicago. 

Altogether 29 new cardinals were 
created at the Consistory, which 
was a scene of magnificence and 
religious fervor. 

Solemn Pontifical High Mass 
On Thursday a solemn Pontifical 

Mass will be celebrated by His Emi­
nence at the Cathedral. Sisters of 
Mercy will represent Mercy College 
at this function, which' is to t hank 
God for the great honor bestowed 
upon the Cardinal and the Arch­
diocese over which he rules. 

Following these spiritual obser­
vances will be civic celebrations in 
which all Detroit will take part in 
honoring Cardinal Mooney. On Sun­
day, March 10, a reception will 
be held at Sacred Heart Seminary 
in order that the people of Detroit 
may pay their respects to His Emi­
nence. Student leaders of the major 
college organizations will represent 
Mercy College on this occasion. 

Cardinal Comes To Mercy 
Students of Mercy College look 

forward to His Eminence's presence 
at the college on March 12. He will 
preside at the Religious Ceremony 
of Reception, when ten candidates 
will receive the white veil and the 
habit of Sisters of Mercy. 

The stUdent choir is preparing.

American Red Cross 
Honors Teacher 

A handsomely engraved citation 
from the American Red Cross was 
received by Sister M. Gertrude , R.S.

Sister was one of the first instruc­
tors qualified to conduct First Aid 
classes in 1942, and taught large ' 
classes in this work in addition to 
her regular schedule. 

The document reads: 
The American National Red 
Cross to Sister Many Gertrude 
in recognition of meritorious 
personal service performed in 
behalf of the nation, the armed 
forces, and suffering humanity 
in the Second World War. 

It bears the Signature of Herbert 
B. Trix, Chairman of the Detroit 
Chapter of the Red Cross ; Basil 
O'Connor, National Secretary of the 
Red Cross, and President Truman.

Sunday. We put lots of thought into our 
Easter bonnet each year; but how about 
the soul? We only have one soul and it 
has to wear from year to year. Lent is 
the time for a careful study and a thor­
~ugh repair job on our most valuable 
possession. Remember- it is the only soul 
we're ever going to have. It is the only 
ticket we have to eternal happiness. 

We should strive to pray harder and 
perform more good works; not only for 
our own benefit but for the welfare and 
well-being of the whole world. Last year 
the battles raged- this year we are plan­
ning peace for the world and trying to 
apply its principles successfully. War­
weary, starving people are looking to us 
for the solution. The solution can only be 
found in prayer and sacrifice. 
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Coat of Arms Significant 

The coat of arms of Cardinal Mooney has 
been somewhat altered by his new dignity. 
An Archbishop's coat of arms includes the 
green hat and ten tassels on each side of the 
shields. This hat is now red; and there are 
fifteen tassels in place of ten on each side. 

The shields combines the insignia of the 
Archdiocese and that of the Cardinal him­
self. 

The left, or archdiocesan portion, bears the 
cross of religion on which are three gold stars 
from the arms of st. Isaac Jogues, spiritual 
father of Michigan. The antlers, too, are from 
his shields; but they are also symbolic of 
Michigan. 

The three black canettes, or birds, on gold, 
are heraldic devices from the shield of An­
toine Cadillac, who founded Detroit in 170l. 

On the right, the green holly tree on silver 
is from Cardinal Mooney's family emblem; 
while the red rose is taken from the Orsini 
arms. The Cardinal at one time had official 
headquarters at the Orsini palace in Rome. 

Directly above the shields are the mitre, 
crozier, and cross with double arms, all in­
dicative of the Archepiscopal dignity and rank. 
Below are words meaning "Serving the Lord."
