With a more pretentious schedul·c 
t han ever and a scarcity of veteran 
players, the basketball situation at the 
University th is year is beginning to 
loom UD as a large problem for Coach 
(Bingo) Brown. 

N ineteen games have already been 
negotiated for, with the possibility or 
the number being brought up to 
twenty-five. Among the more promi­
nent teams that will play here arc; 
Princeton, Kazoo Normals, Valparaiso 
and St. J ohn"s of Toledo. Dartmouth, 
Syracuse and Cornell also may appear 
on the local floor. 

A two weeks' trip will be taken 
through the east in the first half of 
February. St. Ignatius, Niagara, St. 
Boniventure, Hobart, Hamilton, Col­
gate, West Point, Fordham and the 
New York City College will comprise 
the teams tackled on this occasion.

Millor will be an assistant manager 
until the close of the present season 
when he will automatically succeed 
the present manager, Hurd Guiney. 

Among other business discussed by 
the directors was the revising of the 
constitution to meeting the changing 
cond it ions. The new schools of For­
eign Trade, Federal Tax and Adver­
tising Art are not provided with rep­
resentation under the present system. 
The extremely large enrollments in 
some classes and small ones in others 
seems to warrant a change that will 
represent all to better results than 
have been obtained. 

A committee was instructed to get in 
touch with other Universities similarly 
located and furn ish a report at the next 
meeting on advisable changes in the 
organization of the Union_ 

Band Will Have Full Uni. 
forms for Tufts Game 

The University band, which won such 
favorable comment for its splendid per­
formance at the Marquette and Du­
quesne games, will be fully equipped 
with uni forms within a week. The uni­
fo rm which will be dark blue in color 
will be worn for the first time at the 
Tufts game. 

The uniforms were secured mainly 
through the efforts of an alumnus, Mr. 
Tom Chowhe, who at the head of a 
committee appointed for that purpose, 
collected one thousand dollars within 
four days, 

has encountered since the dawn of the 
Duffy regime in Detroit. 

Detroit has played stronger and more 
experienced teams and found fa r less 
trouble in disposing of them than it did 
in downing the flock of fighting oJCks 
from Milwaukee. For sheer grit and 
indomitable spirit, the Hilltoppers from 
W isconsin will be remembered in De­
troit for many a year to come, all of 
which renders the Tiger victory a 
greater achievement than it otherwise 
might have been . 

Twice did the visitors hold Duffy's 
juggernaut backfield in the very shadow 
of her goal. Once she halted the Tiger 
on her own one-yard line and again she 
fought him back within a scant two 
yards of her post. These two accom­
plishments alone would have. been 
enough to make Marquette an altogether 
exceptional crew even though they dis­
pensed with thei r great rally in the last 
period which netted them two touch­
downs and threw the Detroit rooters 
into a panic of agitation. 

Enough "for Marquette's praises. The 
Tiger, fighting against numerous breaks 
and handicapped by a scanty ehoicl; of 
plays, due to Duffy's fear to open up 
so early in the campaign, flashed won­
derful driving power ane! creditable de­
fensive skill, although the line was evi­
dently not at its best, due either to the 
excessive heat or to the minor inj llries 
that some of the men incurred through­
out the course of the fray. 

Dutch Lauer, whose praises can never 
be sufficiently sung and who imprl)ves 
markedly with each start, again rose to 
the occasion as he has done so often 
before and aided by great work on the 
part of McNamara and Fitzgerald, "time 
and time again brought the stands to its 
feet by g reat dashes. 

At the outset it seemed that De·;roit 
would have clear sailing. Scarce five 
minutes had elapsed when they were 
right down on the Marquette threshold, 
brought about directly by a Marqtlette 
fumble on her own ten-yard line. Lauer 
carried the ball five vards on the first 
play, but then the visiting defense stif­
fened and took the ball on downs. Fol­
lowing this Marquette punted feebly to 
her 28-yard line and once again the De­
troit steam roller got under way. This 
time Lauer, Fitzgerald and McNamara 
drove across for a score, Lauer register­
ing from the three-yard line. Voss 
goaled . ' 

Detroit received the kick-off on its 
3D-yard stripe and once more ava­
lanched its way down the field, ripping 
through the Marquette line at will and 
skirting the ends with an equal amount 
of success_ Again the Milwaukeean de­
fense grew stubborn and accompli"hed 
the feat of checking the University on 

\ 
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its one-yard line, Bahan and Fitzgerald 
lacking the required drive. 

Neither team scored in the secone! 
period, although Detroit lost the ball on 
Marquette's 1S-yard line when Joe Bren­
nan took a chalice and called for a pass 
on the second clown, in face of the fact 
that the backs had had little trouble in 
tearing through up to that time. Mar­
quette intercepted and another chance 
was lost. 

Marquette then displayed her best bit 
of offensive power. Aided by the for­
ward pass and some good running of 
the ends by Langhoff, the boys in yel­
low found themselves lodged on De­
troit's 2S-yard I'ine. Here the rally 
ended, however, when Fitzgerald inter­
cepted a pass. 

Marquette started 0 ff the second hal f 
with a (-ine burst of speed. and [or the 
first time actually looked clangerous . 
From her 3S-yard line she started a 
march which terminated ollly when 
three passes in succession failed to ne­
gotiate the necessary ten yarrls on the 
Detroit 20-yard line. Here the U ni­
versity took matters into her hands 
again and plowed through the visitors 
at will. A bad break in the shape of a 
fumble by Fitzgerald lost them the ball 
on Marquette's lS-yarrl line. 'Walsh, 
the Milwaukee kicker, standing behind 
his goal line, attempted to kick out but 
his efforts were squelched with ajar 
when big Frank McKinnon projected 
his substantial frame against the leather. 
Jack Curtin was on the ball in a flash 
and sped across the line for the second 
Tiger touchdown of the game. Voss 
again gained the extra point. 

In the fourth quat·ter Detroit yielded 
the ball on downs on her own 30-vard 
line. Brennan's play here m ight have 
been to call for a punt. but Joe has a 
good set of brains on his own part and 
he likely figured that necessary yardage 
would be forthcoming and it should 
have been, too, if previous accompl ish­
ments were to be depeuded upon. 

Again Langhoff showed some real 
class as an "011' tackle" man and to­
gethet }Vith Kuchenberg, Marquette ad­
vanced the ball to the 20-yard line. 
Here a nicely executed forward pass, 
Langhoff to BIagi, took the ball over. 
Walsh kicked goal. 

Angered by the sudden turn of affairs, 
the Detroit team carried the ball all 
the way down the field f rom its 20-vard 
line and crowned their march with -suc­
cess when Lauer crashed over the cen­
ter of the line -from the three··yard line 
for the third Detroit score of the after­
noon.

Protect Our Oil Supply 
In a recent speech in LondoH, Wal­

ter Hume Lang, First Lord of the 
Admiralty, declared that Great Brit­
ain should monopolize the world oil 
industry in order to strengthen her 
international influence. In the course 
of his speech Mr. Lang said : "1£ we 
secure the supplies of oil now avail­
able in the world, we can do what we 
like." The point of this speech should 
not escape Americans. Great Britain 
desires unlimited power. Her minis­
ters believe they can attain this by the 
monopoly of the oil wealth of t he 
world . We in th e United States 
scarcely realize the danger that con­
fronts us . Oil is probably our princi­
pal source of energy. Oil moves our 
battleships. Oil is the great necessity 
of our automobile industry and the 
source of mighty sl reams of electric­
ity which constitute the very life of 
commerce and production. 

Our present supply of oil is being 
exhausted seven times as fast as that 
of any other nation and we have been 
allowing foreign companies to obtain 
control of the oil in our olVn country . 
On the other hand, Great Britain has 
been zealously pursuing the policy 
enunciated by the First Lord of the 
Admiralty. The Burlington Invest­
ment Company, propagated by the 
British Admiralty, has practically sole 
control of the oil districts in South 
America. England has been extreme­
ly anxious for us to intervene in Mex­
ico to protect British capit.al invested 
in petroleum. American husiness mel! 
should realize that world competition 
in oil has he come not mere ly a profit­
able financial venture, but a vital nc­
cessity for the conti nuance of our in­
dustry. Our own experience and that 
of others has shown us that it is no 
easy task to escape from the meshes 
of British domination. and unless 
measures are taken to prot.ect Ameri­
can oil as well as to enter into inter­
national competition, the prophecy of 
the First Lord of the Admiralty may 
be fulfill ed and Great Britain will be 
able to do with us just what she likes.
