The Lost Weekend concerns the shocking 
experience of a sensitive, intelligent man

walk not only agnostics confirmed in their 
ways of sin, but also real saints struggling 
courageously through vortical liv.es . . 

In fact, that word "struggle" may be said 
to keynote the entire novel, for each of the 
principal characters has to overcome a moral 
adversary that threatens him with destruc­
tion. There is a never ending conflict here 
between good and evil. To the casual read­
er, it may perhaps seem ,that evil wins 
out, and this incorrect. notion may lean for 
support upon a number ' of trenchant critics, 
such as the Book-of-the-Month Club's own 
Christopher Morley. But; in a last analysis, 
the careful critic must invest "good" with 
the laurels of victory, for " although: the sin­
ner "probably will sin again," he will do 
so from weakness rather than from male­
volence. He has been lightfoot - in the paths 
complacent Catholicism; he know!,!- he must 
now slog it out to the' summit and' salvation. 

BridesheadRevisited has a message, but 
it is intended only for the sensitive, for those 
who feel their faith deep within their hearts. 
To the crass and the ' vulgar it will seem 
a silly tale. The sophisticated and the shal­
low may both acclaim it light and satirical. 
But it is for the initiated that Waugh writes 
of arrows, teddy-bears; outcast legionnaires, 
fresh young leftenants, half-smoked cigar­
ettes, stone spitoons, . careering· colonials, pa­
rietal pranks-and more. 

,Brideshead Revisited is a subtle idea. 
Somewhere there · is a change,--for the bet­
ter. The old faith is being reaffirmed. A 
small red flame, love, lit by the "builders 
and tragedians," was extinguished by an im­
mature society. That flame, "relit before the 
beaten-copper doors , of a tabernacle," is 
today "burning anew among the old stones."
